1. Call to Order:

Chair Harms called the meeting to order at 4:05.
2. Agenda Amendments:

There were no agenda amendments.

3. Meeting Minutes:

The members present requested that the minutes be held until the next meeting because they were not
present at the September meeting.

4. Citizens to be Heard:

5. Project Updates

Leshovsky briefed the Committee on the FAA/MNDOT Office of Aeronautics grant projécts
anticipated for 2010 and 2011. She noted that the FAA has given approval to the City to apply for
FAA grant funds for hangar lease buy out which she noted would be a 2010 grant project.

Leshovsky outlined the option to prepare the engineering and design work for the pavement expansion
and new t-hangar in 2010 with the pavement expansion and new hangar project being constructed in
2011. The committee supported this option and discussed possible design elements of a new hangar.
They requested to see a design for two larger hangar spaces and 5 smaller spaces or something similar
to that to construct a hangar that would attract pilots in the turbine market

Action Taken: FElmer moved, seconded by Neimi, to pursue the purchase of the t-hangar lease and
design work for taxiway pavement extension and new hangar in 2010 if funds and approvals are
obtained. Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.



6. Moorhead Aviation Reports and Fuel Report

Iverson provided an aviation and fuel report update. He noted that he received estimates for a new fuel
pump, the lowest being about $10,000. Elmer noted that the City budget will be reviewed to address
the recent cuts to Local Government Aid and requested that Leshovsky compile information on the
airport. Neimi added that would submit a summary of how the airport has impacted his Moorhead

business.
